WHEREAS, Arizona has maintained an active Pollution Prevention Program for more than 25
years and continues to support National Pollution Prevention Week reducing Arizona

WHEREAS, focusing attention on how pollution prevention enhances efficiency and
innovation will better position the State of Arizona to help conserve natural resources for
future generations and meet the challenges of global economic competitiveness.
