Benefits represent the avoided damages or

losses in well-being that humans would have

experienced without regulatory action.

Benefits analysis focuses on the qualitative,

quantitative and monetary assessment of

these positive changes.

Propose an AWQS that is

based on the protection of

human health. Determine if

the costs justify the benefits

based on the Arizona specific

HRRCA.
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
